Letters of recommendation are encouraged, and may be sent via email to GovDistrictAttorney@wisconsin.gov, or via mail to Office of Governor Scott Walker, Attn: Chief Legal Counsel, P.O. Box 7863, Madison, WI 53707.  Recommendation letters will be accepted and considered after the application deadline has passed.  

To apply, please submit your materials to GovDistrictAttorney@wisconsin.gov with “Wisconsin District Attorney Application” and the county in which you hope to serve in the subject line.  All application materials (the application, resume, cover letter, and reference list) must be attached to the email, preferably as PDFs.  Please note that the last page must be printed, signed, scanned, and attached to the application.  If you are unable to scan, you may fax the last page to the number below.  All components of the application must be received by 5:00 P.M. CST on the date applications are due.

Following submission of your application, you will receive an email confirming receipt of your application and explaining the next steps in the process.
